Adding Value
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The BCA and the Membership Committee dedicated the 2006/2007 year to better understanding
the needs of our membership in an effort to become more valuable to our members.

Through research initiatives, industry education and committee involvement, the BCA
created a more comprehensive, strategic membership program dedicated to
providing our members with valuable resources.

These initiatives include the new and improved BCA Web site at bca-pool.com, which
provides industry statistics, research, consumer information, directories
of important industry contacts and other valuable information.

Along with the Web site, the BCA has conducted intensive research regarding
consumer opinions and industry trends, allowing members to keep a finger on
the pulse of the industry. The BCA also unveiled a new healthcare plan for
members and continued to offer many member-only, cost-savings opportunities
with various merchants and service providers.



BCA INSTRUCTOR PROGRAM

Raising the Quality of Billiard Instruction

This year, the BCA Instructor Program celebrated its 15th anniversary with a compliment of 272
BCA instructors located in Canada, the Netherlands, Singapore and 46 states within the United
States. There are 179 Recognized Instructors, 67 Certified Instructors, 15 Advanced Instructors
and 11 Master Instructors in the program. There are presently six BCA-accredited training
facilities located throughout the United States.

On September 1, 2007, the BCA Instructor Program moved its headquarters to New York City,
New York. The Instructor Program is focused on new initiatives geared toward strengthening the

program and enhancing instructor participation.
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EDUCATIONAL SUPPORT

Making Billiard Education a Priority

In late January 2007, the BCA announced plans to transfer the oversight and management of its junior
programs, including the BCA Junior National Championship and qualifier series, to the Billiard Education
Foundation (BEF). The Billiard Education Foundation is a 501(c)(3) non-profit charity organization committed
to furthering the standard of excellence and leadership within the billiard community by engaging in
activities related to the education and cultural advancement of tomorrow's leaders. The BCA also

pledged to support the BEF's efforts with $50,000 in annual funding for three years.

In addition, the BCA assisted the BEF with its annual Challenge the Stars event, which was held May 15,
2007, in conjunction with the 2007 EnjoyPool.com 9-Ball Tournament in Las Vegas, Nevada. During the
event, the BCA provided over 50 (an all-time high) Hall of Fame members and pros, who attended to
donate their time for challenge matches,
as well as a dozen BCA referees. Almost
200 games were played in 2.5 hours to
raise $3,550 in challenges alone.

Finally, during the 2007 International
Home & Recreation Expo in Las Vegas,
Nevada, the BCA hosted a raffle of a 2007
Harley-Davidson XL 1200C Sportster®
1200 custom motorcycle and funds raised
from the raffle were earmarked for

the BEF. This successful venture

netted $3,000 for the foundation.
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FURTHERING THE SPORT

Supporting Global Growth

The BCA continued to serve as the North American representative to the World Pool-Billiard Association (WPA) during the
2006/2007 year. As the member of the WPA, the BCA is committed to working with the professional player organizations
and youth programs in North America to participate more effectively in the global growth of billiards as a sport and a
business. As such, the BCA:

¢ Funded men’'s and women'’s travel to the World Championships in the amount of $13,000.
e Funded junior travel to the Junior World Championships as part of a $50,000 grant to the
Billiard Education Foundation (BEF).

During the year, the BCA also funded the National Wheelchair Poolplayers Association (NWPA) with a grant of $8,000
and the Association of College Unions International (ACUI) with a $10,000 grant.

Also discussed in the marketing section of this Annual Report, the BCA held the 2007 Enjoypool.com 9-Ball Championships
in Las Vegas, Nevada, for both men’s and women'’s divisions. The total prize purse was $160,000.
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FINANCIAL REPORT

Fiscal year 2006-2007 marked a year of investment in the billiard industry for BCA.
With over three million dollars in assets on its books, the BCA is able to fund important
programs and initiatives for the billiards industry that are stable over the long term.

On September 30, 2007, total Assets were $3,200,026. Liabilities were $127,824 and
included $82,989 in deferred revenues. Long-Term Investments have increased
by $198,246 (12%) since 2005/06, and were $1,800,821 on September 30, 2007.

The September 2007 Statement of Financial Activities reports total Operating Revenue
of $1,871,789 and operating Expenses of $2,271,808 and an increase in net long-term
investment of $172,068. In order to make an investment in the industry, the 2006/07
year was budgeted for a loss of $220,604 and finished the year on target.

The June International Billiards & Home Recreation Expo had revenues
of $1,277,793, expenses of $766,851.93, for a total net profit of $510,941.21.

The EnjoyPool.com 9-Ball Tournament showed a net loss of ($124,203).
The professional event brought in revenues of $75,001 and had expenses of $199,204.

The 2006/07 fiscal year ended with a net loss of ($227,952), which is just slightly higher than
the budgeted loss of ($220,604). During this year, BCA has made some important investments
in the billiards industry, and will continue with this endeavor in the 2007/08 fiscal year.

Convention Center in Charlotte, North Carolina. 2008 marks the 25th anniversary of the BCA Expo
and Charlotte will play host to a weeklong celebration of billiards by combining the Expo with
special events, entertainment and educational opportunities.

Industry Research
In 2008, the BCA will be conducting intensive research regarding consumer opinions and industry
trends, the results of which will be made accessible as exclusive content for BCA members.

New Consumer Web Site (GenerationPool.com)

The BCA is in the midst of creating a new consumer Web site, which will be an online community for
those who share a love for billiards. The new site will be a great marketing opportunity for

members to reach out to consumers and it will give the BCA direct access to a definable

consumer base that we can use to develop new information.

Industry Education

Education is a key member benefit and the BCA plans to increase the educational opportunities at
the Expo for all membership categories. We are also planning to provide on-demand education
and training opportunities via the BCA Web site for segments of the membership.
